Your journaling Bible is a great place for you to respond to what you are reading in the Bible and learning about
God, so make it personal and uniquely you. Your Bible will become a beautiful reflection of your faith in God
and your time spent with him in his Word. You will always be able to look back at the verses and prayers you've
journaled and be reminded of God’s love and faithfulness.

Each time before you begin reading the Bible, take a moment to pray and quiet your heart. Invite God to
speak to you.

Meditate on a passage or portion of Scripture.
Pray God’s Word. Let it renew your mind.
Write your own personalized prayers in the margins as a response to Scripture.

Sit quietly before the Lord, and allow God to search your heart. What is God saying to you? Is God bring-
ing anything to light such as a sin, a praise, a joy, a concern, a broken relationship, or a prompt to take
action on?

Pay attention to how God is moving in big and small ways related to your prayers. Look for answered
prayers and notice how God is transforming your heart or renewing your mind as you pray. Keep a record of
answered prayers in the margins. Each entry will serve as a reminder of God’s faithfulness.

Fill in the Inspired Prayer journaling prompts that are placed throughout this Bible in the margins. Each
one is tied to a verse illustration and is designed to inspire you to write your own personalized prayer in
the margins.

Pray as you journal, draw, or create art in response to God’s Word.

Pour out your heart to God. Be persistent. Do not let your heart grow weary.

Use Bible study resources while reading through the Bible for greater comprehension.
Do a word study on prayer.

Leave all of your expectations of perfection behind. There is no place for that in Bible journaling. Just get
started. This is about Jesus and your time spent with him. It doesn’t matter how you journal on the page,
whatitlooks like in the end, or what supplies you use; the important thing is that Scripture is impacting your
heart and mind as you draw closer to God. Allow him to transform you so you can shine brightly for Jesus in
a world that could greatly benefit from knowing him.

The beauty of Bible journaling is that it becomes a record of your journey of faith that you can look back on for
years to come. Your Bible becomes a treasured keepsake that will hold tremendous value to you—and to your
loved ones.

You don’t need to have the perfect words or even have it all together to approach the Lord in prayer. He

just wants you to come as you are. Prayer is simply having a real conversation with God. Your Heavenly Father
cherishes you, is ever-present, and is completely dependable. Don’t let another minute go by without taking
your heart to prayer before the Lord.

22As long as the earth
remains, there will be planting and harvest, cold and heat, summer and
winter, day and night.”

God Confirms His Covenant
Then God blessed Noah and his sons and told them, “Be fruitful and mul-
tiply. Fill the earth. 2 All the animals of the earth, all the birds of the sky, all

the small animals that scurry along the ground, and all the fish in the sea will
look on you with fear and terror. I have placed them in your power. 3 I have
given them to you for food, just as I have given you grain and vegetables. 4 But
you must never eat any meat that still has the lifeblood in it.

5“And [ will require the blood of anyone who takes another person’s life.
If a wild animal kills a person, it must die. And anyone who murders a fel-
low human must die. 6If anyone takes a human life, that person’s life will
also be taken by human hands. For God made human beings* in his own
image. 7Now be fruitful and multiply, and repopulate the earth.”

8Then God told Noah and his sons, 9“ hereby confirm my covenant with
you and your descendants, 10and with all the animals that were on the boat
with you—the birds, the livestock, and all the wild animals—every living
creature on earth. Yes, [ am confirming my covenant with you. Never
again will floodwaters kill all living creatures; never again will a flood
destroy the earth.”

12Then God said, “I am giving you a sign of my covenant with you and
with all living creatures, for all generations to come. 131 have placed my
rainbow in the clouds. It is the sign of my covenant with you and with all
the earth. 4¥When I send clouds over the earth, the rainbow will appear in
the clouds, 15and I will remember my covenant with you and with all liv-
ing creatures. Never again will the floodwaters destroy all life. 6When I see
the rainbow in the clouds, I will remember the eternal covenant between
God and every living creature on earth.” 17Then God said to Noah, “Yes, this
rainbow is the sign of the covenant I am confirming with all the creatures
on earth.”

Noah’s Sons
18The sons of Noah who came out of the boat with their father were Shem,
Ham, and Japheth. (Ham is the father of Canaan.) 19From these three sons
of Noah came all the people who now populate the earth.

20After the flood, Noah began to cultivate the ground, and he planted
a vineyard. 210ne day he drank some wine he had made, and he became
drunk and lay naked inside his tent. 22Ham, the father of Canaan, saw that
his father was naked and went outside and told his brothers. 23Then Shem
and Japheth took a robe, held it over their shoulders, and backed into the
tent to cover their father. As they did this, they looked the other way so they
would not see him naked.

24When Noah woke up from his stupor, he learned what Ham, his youn-
gest son, had done. 25Then he cursed Canaan, the son of Ham:

“May Canaan be cursed!
May he be the lowest of servants to his relatives.”

26Then Noah said,

“May the LorD, the God of Shem, be blessed,
and may Canaan be his servant!
27 May God expand the territory of Japheth!
